Generally, if a noun ends in:

-0 of consonant it is masculine:
nifio, sefior

-a it is feminine: nifia, seflora

How to change the genre? if a
noun ends in:

-0 change the «o» into «a» - nifio -
nifia

-consonant add an «a» - sefior —
sefora

There are several nouns that have
the same ending (s#ffix) for both
genres:

estudiante
artista
canadiense

Some nouns that end in «o» are
feminine: mano (hand)

Some nouns that end (sffix) in
«consonant» are feminine:
universidad, institucion

Some nouns that end in «a» are
masculine: problema, sistema

Spanish nouns can also be
singular and plural. Generally,
you add «s» or «es» at the end of
the word.

Add «s» if the word end in vowel:

seflora — sefloras

Add «es» if the word end in
consonant:

sefior — seflores

Note: In Spanish all the words that
refer or modify (adjectives) the noun
must be in the same genre and
number.
