This
encounter has sparked lots of
positive thoughts. Creation never
stops. It just goes round and round. It
takes its time to fully mature and
come out, or, it runs down like a huge
snowball catching everything on its
way.

Stuff that works for me are listening
to the same old tune or even
rediscovering an artist | use to listen
to some times back. | know it might
sound awkward what will follow but
it is just the music style | am on the
look for actually and that accompany
my drives around the island.
