skills but it's also important to learn that
you can break thase rules and that music
should came from the heart. Those rare
moments that happen, when you are taken
over and the music is coming out of you,
rather than you making the music, are the
best times and when you know you are on
to something good.

What's your preferred set up for
producing?

| use logic pro, although i keep being told |
need to move to Ableton Live (by the way i
know everyone calls it Ableton but the
actual name is live - calling it Ableton is the
equivalent of calling logic; apple. just saying.
