Hop influences, then found a love
for electronic underground musicin
Tokyo. What is it about Techno &
Deep House that you enjoy?

Actually, My hometown is a popular
city for the Hip Hop scene, | never
really got into Hip Hop music to be
honest. | have never even been to a
Hip Hop club in my life, yet - hehe.

As soon as | was a teenager, naturally
Istarted to be interested in electronic
underground music.
